Online Safety Bulletin
Kindness Online

We talk to our children about being kind all the time. We encourage them to share their toys, or use good manners, but
how often do we discuss being kind online too? Their digital lives are as important to our children as their offline
relationships, so its important we teach them how to be kind online too.

e Remind your child that whenever they post, comment or speak online, they should always think about how it
might make other people feel.

e Talk about what a good friend would do if someone were being mean to their friend. For example: not join in
and check their friend is Ok. They should tell a trusted adult if they are worried about their friend.

e We should have consent before sharing pictures or videos of others. Let your child know that being kind to
others online means respecting them and thinking about the consequences of sharing something that involves
someone else.




Road Safety
It has come to our attention that some parents/carers are parking dangerously outside of school at the start and the end

of the school day. Yellow zig-zag lines outside schools, hospitals as-well-as fire, police or ambulance stations indicate
the length of road where stopping or waiting is strictly prohibited. The Highway Code states that you should keep
these areas clear of stationary vehicles, even if picking up or dropping off children.

The school staff will kindly ask you to move your vehicle on in order to keep the children and other parents/carers of
Brindishe Lee safe, especially at these busy time. Thank you for your co-operation with this matter.
