What should | be aware of?

Chat Facility - Players can chat to each other on Roblox. You can add parental controls to turn this feature off
completely or add restrictions.

Virtual Currency - Players can buy Robux (their virtual currency) to buy in game upgrades or accessories. If
you do not want your child to purchase them, then ensure you set the Monthly Spend Restriction to zero.
Game content - as mentioned, games are created by different users so sometimes the content may not be
appropriate for your child.

Blocking users and reporting - ensure your child knows how to do this.
