If you think you’re due a payment, but haven’t received one – report a missing payment to the 
government here. 

Be aware of scams! If you receive any emails, texts or phone calls asking you to fill in an 
application form or asking for your bank details to receive a cost of living payment, do not talk to 

them or send a reply. Get more information on cost of living scams on the Money Saving Expert’s 
website.

World Children’s Day and Article 45 
World Children’s Day is UNICEF’s annual day of action for children, by children. It takes place each 
year on the 20th November, the date when world leaders adopted the Convention in 1989. 
From climate change, education and mental health, to ending racism and discrimination, children and 
young people are raising their voices on the issues that matter to their generation and calling for adults 
to create a better future. 
 
Article 45 says non-governmental organisations, such as UNICEF and other United Nations bodies, 
can provide advice and assistance on children’s rights. 
 
At Brindishe Schools, we talk to our children regularly about ‘Wants and Needs’. Ask your children 
what the difference is and explore the fact that some children don’t get all that they need.
