Start of the School Day

Our school gate opens at 8.45am and all children should be in their classrooms at 8.55am. If they
are arriving at school between 8.55am and 9am, they are late for school. We have noticed that more
families have been arriving late for school which means they have miss their Early Morning Work,

feel rushed when they arrive in class, and miss important messages that are given at the beginning of
the day. Please can all families make sure they are in school on time.
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No mobile phones on school premises

Please can we remind all families that mobile phone conversations
should not take place on school premises. We ask everyone who
drops off and collects children during the day to finish their PlEASE'
conversation before coming through the school gates. This is .
so that staff can talk to you if needed, so that you can greet your Dn lm' USE
child/ren and so that everyone is concentrating on collecting the MOBILE PHONES
children safely during a very busy time. We are also trying to
model to our Year 5 and 6 children that they should not use their
phones when in school. Thank you.

Request for Leave of Absence for Exceptional Circumstances during Term Time

Parents/carers are requested not to take their child/ren out of school during term time as
this causes disruption to their education. Children only attend school 190 days a year.

At Brindishe Schools we must follow the law* in this regard and may only grant leave in
exceptional circumstances if certain criteria are fulfilled.

e Parents/carers should not normally take their child(ren) out of school during the school term.
e Leave of absence in exceptional circumstances (such as religious observance or the
death of a very close relative) is authorised at the discretion of the Headteacher (it is not the
automatic right of parents/carers).

Please do not book your leave of absence until you have received the permission of the
Headteacher.

Each request for leave of absence will be considered individually, taking into account:

@ the circumstances for the request
@ the supporting evidence provided
@ the overall attendance of your child(ren)
@ your child(ren)’s stage of education, progress and attainment

e If the absence is approved by the Headteacher, you will be advised as to how many days
the Headteacher has approved for your child(ren)’s absence.

¢ If the school does not agree the absence and you take the leave without permission, or your
child is absent for more than the agreed number of days the absence will be unauthorised.

e You should be aware that a pattern of unauthorised absence is very likely to result in
a Penalty Notice, which carries a fine of £120 per parent (for each child), reduced to
£60 if paid within 21 days. In the event that this is not paid, the Education Authority
may institute court action, which on conviction could result in a fine of up to £2,500
and a criminal conviction.
