Online Safety Bulletin

Don’t post any photos of your child that show their school logo/name or recognisable
places by where they live that can make it easy for people to find out their location.  
Never include your child’s full name.  
Are there any other children in the pictures you share online? If yes, do you have
permission from their parent/carer to upload it?  
Would your child be happy for your comment/photo about them to be online –
remember what might be ‘cute’ now may be embarrassing to them in the future.  
Make sure appropriate privacy settings are on. 

Back to school photos - Are you a ‘sharent’? 
 With the excitement of a new school year and your child reaching a new milestone, many of
us share photos of our child online without thinking about the associated risks. If you post
online, then try following these basic rules:
